Regular Council Meeting

Monday, December 13, 2010 @ 4:00 P.M.
Mayor Norma Mason called the meeting to order with roll call.  Rinda Ferguson, Mary Jo Pirc, Tracy Melver, Jim Meana, Jason Winter present.  City Manager Dean Hilgerson also participated. 
Motion by Meana and seconded by Winter to approve agenda.  All ayes, carried. 

Motion by Melver and seconded by Ferguson to approve consent agenda.  All ayes, carried. 

Reports and Updates:  WIRB Grant information is being updated. City Manager has been working with engineering on the SW Corner of Bench Stormwater project.  HR Green is working on proposals for Riverfront Fishing Dock, which will be a manufactured dock. Preliminary street engineering on the Timber Ridge Project by HR Green is slated to start this week.    Street Sweeper we are still waiting for figures from Elliott Equipment and will have them for the January meeting.  For the 2011 mowing season city  has received a very attractive offer for two new zero turn mowers and City Manager will have proposals to present at January Council Meeting. City Manager is recommending we keep our Riding Lawn Mower for snow blowing and other usage.  City Manager has requested by November 1, 2011 we have a plan in place for our Christmas Lights.  City continues to have issues with the street lights burning out.  City Manager and Street Superintendent have been in contact with several electricians concerning this issue.  City Manager recommended putting replacement of street lights on the capital projects list.  City Manager received a call on Sunday night from Chief Grady starting the roof of the Police Station is leaking.  City Manager will be meeting with a contractor on Tuesday concerning this.  City Manager has been working with FEMA, IDNR and Iowa Codification concerning the new flood plan regulations.  City staff would like council to consider comp time in lieu of overtime.  City Manager stated he would like to come back with a proposal that would allow time off without doing comp time.  Streets and Water/Sewer have been busy with locating two water leaks and snow removal.   One of the water leaks is between the main and the curb stop so it will be the city’s responsibility to repair.  Attorney is still working on paper work to close out I-JOBS funding.  Zoning will be meeting with Attorney after council meeting concerning the Bluff Land Overlay Ordinance.  Iowa Great Places will be having their kick off meeting Thursday with Shive-Hattery for the final design of the Wetland Centre.  Mayor Update: Mayor did final walk thru on the Riverfront project with Joe, Jason and Tim Cutsforth of HR Green.  Only issue was with painting and they will be back in the spring to address this.  Otherwise project has had many compliments from citizens.   

Mayor also did a walk thru with Joe, Jason and Tim Cutsforth at Timber Ridge concerning the issues we need to address before paving.  Mayor held a staff meeting and also did an exit interview with Chris.  Mayor stated she has requested Joe and Jason have their budgets in soon as we will be starting the budget process.  Council Update:   Tracy Melver has asked to have Riverfront Usage placed on January agenda as a line item.  

Audience Address:  Trudy Balcom representing the McGregor Marquette Centre for the Arts presented their budget.  After discussion the council had several questions they would like answered before they take action. 

Motion by Ferguson and seconded by Winter to approve Mar Mac Police 3rd quarter contract payment in the amount of $41,635.30.  All ayes, carried. 
Motion by Pirc and seconded by Winter to approve Semi Annual Fire Dept Operating & Maintenance payment in the amount of $4,265.25.  All aye, carried.  

Motion by Meana seconded by Winter to approve 2011-2012 Mar Mac Police Budget.  All ayes, carried.  Council has requested Police Commission members to review 28E Agreement.  
Motion by Melver and seconded by Meana to approved Res. No.10-44. A RESOLUTION TO COMPILE ORDINANCES AS A SUPPLEMENT TO THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF MARQUETTE, IOWA, 2003.  All ayes, carried. 

Motion by Winter and seconded by Ferguson to approved Res. No. 10-45 A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE CERTIFICATION OF DELINQUENT MARQUETTE UTILITY CHARGES TO THE COUNTY TREASURER FOR COLLECTION IN THE SAME MANNER AS TAXES.  All ayes, carried. 

Reap Grant was tabled until January meeting. 

Motion by Melver and seconded by Pirc to approved securing an easement to City Reservoir on Thornton Lane.  All ayes, carried. 
Motion by Melver and seconded by Winter to approve correct pay request less retainage to Tschiggfrie.    All ayes, carried. 

Motion by Melver and seconded by Ferguson to approve proceeding with Wetland Centre utility engineering utilizing the Professional Services Agreement with HR Green.    All ayes, carried.  

Motion by Melver and seconded by Pirc to approve fund request from NEIC in the amount of $315.75.  All ayes, carried. 

Bench area project public hearing will be held on January 11, 2011.  This will be an information meeting as well as review of final plans.   The Regular City Council meeting will also be held on this date. 

Motion by Meana and seconded by Ferguson to enter into closed session under Iowa Code Section 21.5 subsection 1 paragraph (j) to discuss the purchase of particular real estate only where premature disclosure could be reasonably expected to increase the price the governmental body would have to pay for that property.  All ayes, carried.  Council chambers were cleared.  Open session resumed at 5:18 P.M.  
Motion by Pirc and seconded by Melver to adjourn meeting at 5:18 P.M.  All ayes, carried.
