City of Marquette

Regular Council Meeting

Tuesday, February 15, 2011 @ 6:00 P.M.

Mayor Norma Mason called the meeting to order with roll call.  Jason Winter, Rinda Ferguson, Mary Jo Pirc, Jim Meana, Tracy Melver present.  City Manager Dean Hilgerson also present. 

Public hearing on Plans, Specifications, form of contract, notice to bidders and estimated cost for Bench Area Storm Water Infrastructure improvements, Southwest Bypass, was opened at 6:01.  With no comments from the public, hearing was closed at 6:02 P.M. 
Motion by Winter and seconded by Ferguson to approve agenda.  All ayes, carried. 

Motion by Melver and seconded by Meana to approve consent agenda with the correction to the January 11, 2011 meeting to read Motion by Melver and seconded by Winter to table Amendment till Subsequent meeting to add not to exceed $2500.00.  A correction to the January 26, 2011 meeting to correct time for public hearing on final budget approval to 6:00 P.M.   On the February 9, 2011 meeting to include Winter as present.  All ayes, carried. 

Reports/Updates:  City Manager presented council with an updated capital projects list and requested them to review it.   City Manager is continuing work on the Fishing Dock for the riverfront.  City Manager will be attending a March 2 meeting with representatives from the area to determine the feasibility of a Trolley Service for the area. City is moving forward on the engineering plans for the utilities to the Wetland Centre.   Due to the weather, engineering for Timber Ridge has been delayed. City Manager requested March meeting be moved to March 22 with council’s ok.   City is continuing to work on getting replacement bulbs for the street lights.  City Manager has received quotes on picnic table frames and will be ordering six frames and material and we will have Luster Height’s inmates assemble them.  The water heater which supplied in floor heat to the upper level of the shop has gone out and Council will need to make a decision to replace with a boiler or what direction they would like to take before next winter.  City Manager and Mayor met with staff on Monday and addressed flood control.  City Manager informed Council we were informed just today we will be getting 15,000 sand bags which would give us a total of about 18,000-20,000 sand bags.  City will be purchasing “plugs” to be used for flood control.  City Manager also informed Council the city is looking into the purchase of “Concertainer” or flood walls, which can be quickly installed. He will have more information on these at the March meeting.   City Manager is looking into the feasibility of having our own gas at the city shop, city already has diesel.   Written reports were received from the Street/Parks Dept., Water/Sewer Dept.  Police commission informed Council they have hired a fourth officer and should be sworn in after March 1.  Attorney Update: Attorney has reviewed several documents at City Manager’s request along with supplying the city with ordinances and a sample of a weapons resolution.  Zoning Commission’s February meeting was canceled. They will be meeting in March with Jim Halvorson of HR Green.  Iowa Great Places: City Manager informed Council we are working on the utilities contract which will be separate from the building contract. Also City has issued a REAP Grant check to Iowa Great Places.   No report from Chamber.    Mayor was out of the office for a couple weeks so has been busy reviewing paper work. 
Motion by Melver and seconded by Pirc to approve Resolution No. 11-02 A RESOLUTION FINALLY APPROVING AND CONFIRMING PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS AND FORM OF CONTRACT FOR THE BENCH AREA STORM INFRASTRUCTURE IMPROVEMENTS-SOUTHWEST BYPASS PROJECT.  All ayes, carried. 
Motion by Winter and seconded by Ferguson to approve Resolution No. 11-03 A RESOLUTION TO APPOINT A REPRESENTATIVE AND ALTERNATE REPRESENTATIVE TO THE CLAYTON COUNTY EMERGENY MANAGEMENT COMMISSION.  All ayes, carried. 
Motion by Meana and seconded by Pirc to approve Resolution No. 11-04 A RESOLUTION TO APPOINT A REPRESENTATIVE AND ALTERNATE REPRESENTATIVE TO THE CLAYTON COUNTY E-911 SERVICE BOARD.  All ayes, carried. 

Motion by Pirc and seconded by Winter to approve Resolution No. 11-05 A RESOLUTION ADOPTING CLAYTON COUNTY, IOWA MULTI-JURISDICTION (MJ-19) MULTI-HAZARD MITIGATIONPLAN.  All ayes, carried. 

Storm Water Easements:  City Manager informed Council Paul Colsch’s easement will be the only permanent easement and will need to be rewritten as it will be slightly smaller than original one.   City Manager has met with Paul along with Don Smalley, who will only have a temporary easement, and both have verbally agreed to their easements.   City has not received a response from John Ries.  
Mayoral Appointments/Committees: Mayor Appointees were submitted.  Julianne Mason will be appointed to the Board of Adjustments.  All other Board Members, whose terms, were set to expire, have agreed to continue to serve. Motion by Melver and seconded by Ferguson to approve Mayoral Appointment.  All ayes, carried.  

A motion by Meana and seconded by Winter to approve the first reading of Ordinance #354 AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF MARQUETTE, IOWA 2003, BY REVISING WINTER PARKING RULES ON CERTAIN STREETS.  All ayes, carried.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Ferguson to waive additional readings of Ordinance #354.  All ayes, carried.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Ferguson to approve final reading and passage of Ordinance #354.  All ayes, carried.  

Signage for Riverfront Tournaments:  Attorney informed Council, after review of management agreement with the DNR; city can regulate parking at the Riverfront and will be drafting an ordinance enabling city to enforce parking regulations.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Pirc to obtain signage and drafting of an ordinance to regulate commercial parking at Riverfront.  All ayes, carried. 
Motion by Meana and seconded by Pirc to accept the Acknowledgement/Settlement Agreement from Go America for their third Violation and fine of $1,500 and a 30 day suspension of their cigarette permit.  All ayes, carried. 
Weapons & Firearms on City Property:  After lengthy discussion a motion was made by Melver and seconded by Pirc to table until March 22, 2011 meeting.  All ayes, carried. 
Motion by Ferguson and seconded by Winter to approve payment to Bodensteiner Implement in the amount of $14,500 for two mowers.  All ayes, carried. 

Spraying Contract:  Contract with Countryside Sprayers was revised from a 10% discount if 50% was paid by March 1 to a lesser discount, no money down and city making payment at time of services.  Request for 50% down was due to length of time from time of services till payment.   
A motion by Melver and seconded by Winter to approve a one time donation to the Arts Center matching funds made by the City of McGregor and not to exceed $10,000.  All ayes, carried. 
Street Sweeper:  After discussion it was decided to present an offer to sell the street sweeper to the City of McGregor.  If the City of McGregor chooses not to purchase sweeper Marquette will then sell sweeper and split the proceeds.  A motion by Meana and seconded by Ferguson to sell sweeper to City of McGregor in the amount of $13,750.00 with no further payment of repairs.  All ayes, carried. 
Motion by Melver and seconded by Meana to adjourn meeting at 7:12 P.M.  All ayes, carried.
