Regular Council Meeting

Tuesday, May 17, 2011 @ 6:00 P.M.
Mayor Norma Mason called the meeting to order.  Present were Winter, Pirc, Meana, Melver.  Absent Ferguson.  City Manager Dean Hilgerson also participated. 
Motion by Meana and seconded by Winter to approve agenda.  All ayes, carried. 

Public Hearing on the 2010-11 Budget Amendment was opened at 6:01 P.M.  With no comments public hearing was closed at 6:02 P.M. 

Motion by Melver and seconded by Winter to approve consent agenda.  All ayes, carried. 

Reports and Update:  City Manager has received one quote for the Riverfront Fishing Dock and is working on getting a second quote.  City Manager will be meeting with Al Dunn from Waterworks on Wednesday morning to go over his quote.   Attended the Community Trolley meeting prior to Council meeting.  Informed Council Palmer Electric has five or six different types of light bulbs to replace bulbs in decorative street lights and will be checking to see if any will be a better alternative to the present ones.  Levee seeding has begun at the Riverfront, with seeding by the city shop to follow.  Repainting of the lines on the Riverfront parking lot will start the week of May 23rd.  Received a very positive comment on the Bench Ballpark from the rec department. City is responsible for replacing the rip rap along the riverfront that was damaged by flooding with City estimating it will take about six loads of rip rap.  Written reports were received from Water/Sewer and Streets departments. 
 Police Commission Update: Motion by Meana and seconded by Winter to direct Police Commission to review 28E agreement. All ayes, carried. 

 Attorney Update:  Attorney Garrett informed Council he has continued to work on the Bluffland Ordinance.  Chamber update:  Chamber President introduced Bethany Reed and Stephanie Jones as interim Chamber Directors until a decision is made on the position.  Zoning Update:  They continue to work on the Bluffland Ordinance.  Iowa Great Places update: Separate agenda item.  Mayor Update: Mayor Norma Mason read a Proclamation designating May 15-21 2011 as Police Week in Marquette in honor of National Police Week.    Mayor informed Council Marquette has again been named a Tree City USA for 2010.  Mayor has received a letter from the Great River Road Car Show, which will be held July 15, requesting the Mayor to participate by picking the Mayor’s choose.  Mayor reminded everyone of spring clean up on Saturday, May 21. Personal Committee will be meeting and going over employee evaluations.   
Audience Address:  Mayor Mason presented Bob Hamann with a plaque in appreciation for volunteer service and knowledge given to the City of Marquette during the flood of April 2011.  Mayor expressed a thank you on behalf of the Council and Mayor.

Motion by Melver and seconded by Meana to approve Palmer Electric for electrical updates to Park Shelter, bridge bathrooms and ball diamond bathrooms.  All ayes, carried.

Motion by Winter and seconded by Meana to approve Resolution No. 11-19 FOR EMPLOYMENT HEALTH AND RETIREMENT BENEFITS.  All ayes, carried. 
Motion by Meana and seconded by Pirc to approve Resolution No. 11-20 A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE CERTIFICATION OF DELINQUENT MARQUETTE UTILITY CHARGES TO THE COUNTY TREASURER FOR COLLECTION IN THE SAME MANNER AS TAXES.  All ayes, carried.

Motion by Winter and seconded by Pirc to approve Resolution No. 11-23 APPROVING PRELIMINARY PLANS AS PRESENTED FOR TIMBER RIDGE SUBDIVISON PAVING PROJECT (PROJECT #10100135.02)  All ayes, carried. 

Motion by Winter and seconded by Pirc to approve Ordinance No. 356 AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF MARQUETTE, IOWA, 2003, BY AMENDING PROVISION PERTAINING TO FLOODPLAIN REGULATIONS.  All ayes, carried.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Meana to waive additional readings.  All ayes, carried Motion by Meana and seconded by Winter to approval final reading and passage.  All ayes, carried. 
Real Estate Update:  Motion by Melver and seconded by Pirc to not pursue purchase of real estate based on the refusal to accept city’s offer.   All ayes, carried. 
Street Paving:  Motion by Melver and seconded by Winter to approve repainting of street lines on anti-monopoly street.  All ayes, carried. 

Motion by Melver and seconded by Winter to approve change order No. 1 in the amount of $3,650.00.  Winter, Meana, Melver ayes, Pirc abstained.  Carried. 

Motion by Meana and seconded by Melver to approve change order No. 2 in the amount of $1,650.00.  Winter, Meana, Melver ayes, Pirc abstained.  Carried. 

Motion by Winter and seconded by Meana to approve change order No. 3 in the amount of $1,950.00.  Winter, Meana, Melver ayes, Pirc abstained.   Carried. 

Motion by Melver and seconded by Winter to approve pay request to Pirc-Tobin in the amount of $199,874.90.  Winter, Meana, Melver ayes, Pirc abstained.  Carried. 
Council Meeting change of meeting time:  After discussion by the Council meeting time will stay at 6:00 P.M. 

North Street Ramp:  City Manager asked council to consider making improvements to the North Street Ramp.  Council felt this was a good idea and advised City Manager to pursue costs estimates for the improvements.  

Emma Big Bear Trails: Council received a letter from Roger and Connie Halverson in respect to developing of Emma Big Bear Trails and the trade of lots with the City.  City is not interested in this trade.  
Eagle Crest Drive:  City Manager informed Council a citizen has had some concerns on the road to this subdivision.  Information has been passed on to the District DOT office with a response of they will look into it further and will get back to the City. 

Motion by Meana and seconded by Pirc to go into closed under Iowa Code Section 21.5 subsection 1 paragraph (j) to discuss the purchase of particular real estate only where the premature disclosure could be reasonable expected to increase the price their governmental body would have to pay for that property.  All ayes, carried.  Council chambers were cleared.  Open session resumed at 7:50 P.M.
