Regular Council Meeting

Tuesday, May 18, 2010 @ 6:00 p.m.
Mayor Norma Mason called the meeting to order with roll call.  Jason Winter, Mary Jo Pirc, Tracy Melver and Jim Meana present.  Rinda Ferguson absent.  City Manager Dean Hilgerson, City Attorney Jim Garrett, audience members Bob Ruzak and Jim Mason also participated.

Motion by Meana and seconded by Winter to approve agenda.  All ayes, no nays.  Motion carried. 
Public Hearing for the Fiscal Year 09-10 Budget Amendment was opened then closed with no comments offered.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Pirc to approve Resolution No. 10-10 A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CURRENT BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 2010.  Ayes Winter, Pirc, Melver and Meana.  No nays, motion carried.
Consent agenda was reviewed.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Winter to approve the consent agenda.  All ayes, no nays.  Motion carried.

Reports/Updates were addressed.  Written updates were submitted:  City Manager (5-18-10), Water Dept CCR Report (April 2010), Police Minutes (5-4-10), Beer & Wine Fest-acquired DNR permission to use riverfront.
Hilgerson expanding on his update:  Riverfront project permitting progressing.  It has past the Corps level and now at the DNR office.  Three RFP’s have been received on the Pleasant Drive Project.  A subcommittee of Hilgerson, Mayor Mason, J. Mason, 
J. Sullivan, and Winter will qualify proposals and make recommendations to council.  Hilgerson is working with Chamber to develop a city website.  City would own the website domain rights with website linked to the Chambers’ webpage.  Solicitation for the 128 Edgar Street house removal has begun, bids are due May 26.  Hilgerson has initiated communication with the railroad in an attempt to shorten a track in Roundhouse Park.  Dog waste bag boxes have been built and are being installed in city park areas. 

Mayor reminded audience of Spring Clean up this Saturday.  The Mayor reported that the Street Dept is busy with mowing and working with project contractors.  The Water Department has completed spring hydrant flushing, completed compliance of the DNR annual Consumer Confidence (Drinking Water) Report.   The Mayor has attended the MLA workshop, helped with the Arbor Day Tree planting, held a staff meeting this month and will be attending the Luster Heights Training May 19 with city personnel.  Mayor asked if council wanted to proceed with pursing a Hotel/Motel tax.  Council acknowledged that this issue be prepared to be pursued and address at next months meeting..
Attorney reported he has been working with the IJobs requirements and on the Employee Manuals.
Audience Address.  Bob Ruzak of the Marquette American Legion requested street closures in the downtown area for the Annual Independence Day Parade being held on July 3, 2010.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Meana to approve Resolution No. 10-11 A RESOLUTION TEMPORARILY CLOSING PORTIONS OF EDGAR STREET, SECOND STREET, FIRST STREET and NORTH STREETS FOR PARADE IN THE CITY OF MARQUETTE, IOWA.  Ayes, Winter, Pirc, Melver and Meana.  No nays, motion carried.
Jim Mason requested council consider garbage relief for seasonal residents.  Council directed this issue be investigated by staff and report at next meeting.
Police Commission Appointment.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Winter to accept the Mayors’ recommendation to replace Jim Meana’s expired term with Mary Jo Pirc who would serve with an expiring term of June 30, 2013.  All ayes, no nays.  Motion carried.
Zoning Commission recommendation.  Zoning Commission has further defined “Portable Buildings” as an accessory use or structure and request council consider amending the zoning ordinance to reflect this clarification.  Council directed City Attorney to draft a definition in ordinance form for a public hearing on this subject for the June meeting.

Personnel Committee Employment Benefit Package Recommendation.  Motion by Winter and seconded by Meana to approve Resolution No. 10-12 City of Marquette Employment Benefits Package.  Ayes, Melver, Meana, Pirc and Winter.  No nays, motion carried.
Cigarette Permit Renewals.  Motion by Meana and seconded by Pirc to approve the Lady Luck Cigarette Permit Renewal Request.  All ayes, no nays.  Motion carried.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Meana to approve the Go America Cigarette Permit Renewal Request.  All ayes, no nays.  Motion carried.

Iowa Department of Corrections 28E Agreement.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Pirc to approve Resolution No 10-13 AN AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE IOWA DEPARTMENT OF CORRECTION AND THE CITY OF MARQUETTE AS PROVIDED BY CHAPTER 28E, CODE OF IOWA (2007).  Ayes, Winter, Pirc, Melver and Meana.  No nays, motion carried.

Internal Loan.  Engineering for the Bench Area Storm Water Infrastructure Improvement, Phase 2 project, at $58,400.00, is in the citywide urban renewal area and costs of improvements are reimbursable thru TIF.  Motion by Meana and seconded by Winter to approve Resolution No 10-14 A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING A REVENUE FUND AND AUTHORIZING LOAN TO THAT FUND.  Ayes, Melver, Meana, Winter and Pirc.  No nays, motion carried.

Projects- Bench Area Storm Water Infrastructure.  Hilgerson reported a need to secure access to the concrete intakes at both catchments on the bench.  Hilgerson plans to have aluminum railing for both ponds manufactured at $2,700.00.  City would have to install themselves.  Project Change Order #4 reflects an increase in plan quantity for pavement repairs along Brown Street and added quantities for the Third Street Storm Sewer Pipe installation.  Motion by Meana and seconded by Winter to approve Change Order #4 for $25,892.90.  All ayes, no nays.  Motion carried.  Change Order #5 reflects increase for a 
driveway repair.  Motion by Meana and seconded by Pirc to approve Change Order #5 for $1,000.00.  All ayes, no nays.  Motion carried.   Motion by Meana and seconded by Pirc to approve the Pirc-Tobin Pay Request #3 at $314,956.64.  Ayes, Melver, Meana, Winter.  Pirc abstained.   Motion carried.  Motion by Meana and seconded by Pirc to approve the HR Green Engineering Pay Request #67119 at $6,395.53.  All ayes, no nays.  Motion carried. 
I-Jobs Grant Amendment.  It is mutually agreed by IJobs and the Iowa Finance Authority awarding the Bench Area Storm Water Project into phases vs. the project in whole.  Disbursement for eligible expenses on a given phase can proceed.  Motion by Meana and seconded by Winter to approve Resolution No 10-15 the FIRST AMENDMENT TO IOWA JOBS PROGRAM GRANT AWARD AGREEMENT AMOUNG THE IOWA JOBS BOARD, IOWA FINANCE AUTHORICTY, AND THE CITY OF MARQUETTE, IOWA.  Ayes, Melver, Meana, Pirc and Winter.  No nays, motion carried.
Timber Ridge Subdivision Concrete Approach.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Meana to allow the Mayor and or City Manager to accept the most reasonable and feasible bid amount for the concrete approach at Timber Ridge not to exceed the budgeted amount.  All ayes, no nays.  Motion carried.
Real Estate was addressed.   The City had expressed a prior interest in property on Pleasant Drive.  This property is now for sale.  Council took no action.
Motion by Melver and seconded by Meana to adjourn meeting at 7:30 p.m.  All ayes, no nays.  Motion carried.
