Special Council Meeting

Tuesday, September 7, 2010 @ 5:30 p.m.
Mayor Norma Mason called the meeting to order with roll call.  Jason Winter, Rinda Ferguson, Mary Jo Pirc, Tracy Melver and Jim Meana present.  City Manager Dean Hilgerson also participated. 
Public hearing on Riverfront Improvement Project 2010 was opened at 5:32 P.M. With no comments from the public, motion by Pirc and seconded by Winter to close Public Hearing at 5:35 P.M.  All ayes, motion carried.   Pirc asked for explanation on the addition of only eleven parking spaces.  City Manager explained parking would have to be perpendicular and not angle parking as angle would require a separate entrance and exit.  Hilgerson also explained depending on how the north ramp is designated there could possibly be a total of thirteen spaces.  Hilgerson informed council necessary permits should be issued shortly and  notice to bidders could be going out as early as September 9, 2010.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Ferguson to approve Resolution No. 10-30 A RESOLUTION APPROVING DETAILED PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS, NOTICE OF HEARING, NOTICE TO BIDDERS AND FORM OF CONTRACT.  All ayes, motion carried. 

Public hearing on Zoning of Portable Buildings was opened at 5:36 P.M.  A letter of support from a community member was read by Mayor Mason.  With no comments from the public hearing was closed at 5:41 P.M.   A motion by Ferguson and seconded by Winter to approve the first reading of Ordinance No. 348, An Ordinance Amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Marquette, Iowa, 2003, by amending Provisions Pertaining to Accessory Use of Structures and Portable Buildings.  All ayes, motion carried.  Motion by Melver and seconded by Winter to approve waiving additional readings of Ordinance No. 348.  All ayes, motion carried.  Motion by Melver and seconded  by Ferguson to approve the final reading and passage of Ordinance No. 348.  All ayes, motion carried. 
Discussion on Timber Ridge Street paving.  City Manager Hilgerson informed council the Timber Ridge Committee, formed after the Aug. 17, 2010 meeting, has reviewed Engineering and Design Plans originally done.  It was found these plans were not adequate for construction.  Noted in the review, was the instructions from the City to IIW to develop the street grade as a non-curb and gutter street.  The Committee recommended requesting an engineering proposal for the project from HR Green.   A motion by Melver and seconded by Ferguson to Request a proposal for engineering a Timber Ridge Paving Project from HR Green utilizing  our Professional Services contract and to include a Not to Exceed fee.    All ayes, motion carried.  
Motion by Winter and seconded by Melver to adjourn meeting at 5:50 P.M.  All ayes, motion carried.
